Thomas Merrill, the Charles Evans Hughes Professor of Law at Columbia Law School, presented the Spring

2018 Environmental Distinguished Lecture.

Last week, we were delighted to welcome Columbia Law School’s Thomas
Merrill to campus. Merrill, the Charles Evans Hughes Professor of Law, is one
of the nation’s preeminent property law scholars and writes widely in the fields
of property and administrative law. He provided the Spring 2018 Environmental
Distinguished Lecture, “The Supreme Court’s Regulatory Takings Doctrine:
Common-Law Constitutionalism Runs Aground.” Merrill spoke to students,
professors and practitioners about some of the Court’s most recent decisions
from the perspective that constitutional law has come to resemble common law.
Before entering academia, Merrill served as deputy solicitor general for the U.S.
Department of Justice and practiced at Sidley, Austin, Brown & Wood in
Chicago. He also clerked for the Honorable David L. Bazelon, of the U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia, and for the Honorable
Harry A. Blackmun, of the U.S. Supreme Court. Merrill previously taught at
Northwestern Law School and Yale Law School. It was an honor to have a
scholar of Merrill’s caliber at the law school. If you were unable to attend the
lecture, you may view it on our website.

Faculty Profile: Fernando Tesón

Fernando Tesón, the Tobias Simon Eminent
Scholar at FSU College of Law, is the leading
authority on humanitarian intervention and the
philosophy of international law. In addition, he
has written on diverse topics such as
immigration and political rhetoric. Originally
from Buenos Aires, Tesón has dual U.S. and
Argentine citizenship. He has authored
several books, including Debating
Humanitarian Intervention: Should We Try to
Save Strangers? (with Bas van Der Vossen);
Justice at a Distance: Extending Freedom
Globally (with Loren Lomasky); Rational
Choice and Political Deliberation (with Guido
Pincione); and Humanitarian Intervention: An
Inquiry into Law and Morality, considered the classic treatise in the field. He
has also published dozens of articles in law, philosophy and international
relations journals and collections of essays. Tesón has presented his
scholarship around the world. He holds an S.J.D. from Northwestern University
School of Law, an LL.M. from the Université Libre de Bruxelles, Belgium and a
J.D. from Universidad de Buenos Aires, Argentina. Before joining FSU in 2002,
he taught for 17 years at Arizona State University. He has served as a visiting
professor at Cornell Law School, Indiana University School of Law, University
of California Hastings College of Law, the Oxford-George Washington
International Human Rights Program, and Universidad Torcuato Di Tella,
Buenos Aires, Argentina.

In this
capacity, Morgan chaired the Bar’s Disciplinary Review Committee and
Communication Committee. In 2016, she received The Florida Bar President’s
Tony Boggs Award for disciplinary excellence. Morgan also previously served
as president of the Orange County Bar Association and the Orange County
Legal Aid Society. She is active with the Central Florida Trial Lawyers
Association, having previously served on their board of directors. Morgan is
also extremely engaged in the Central Florida Association for Women Lawyers,
where she actively mentors young lawyers. She has been nominated this year
for FAWL’s Rosemary Barkett Award.
